Ethos

Christian Brothers’ College, Monkstown Park Junior School is a Roman Catholic school operated under the Edmund Rice Schools Trust.  The School is dedicated to the pursuit of academic excellence in an environment that nourishes character development.  We provide a welcome and inclusive climate for all our pupils and their families within our Catholic and caring ethos.

By enrolling in the College, both parents/guardians and their sons, commit themselves to supporting the ethos of the College with regard to our identity as an independent Catholic Primary School.

The College also considers applicants from other faiths on the understanding that such applicants are willing to support the ethos of the College.

At the heart of the CBC Monkstown Park Junior School experience is the Edmund Rice Schools Trust Charter. This Charter invites students to take responsibility for their school and their learning.

There are five key elements in the Charter and these underpin and characterise CBC Monkstown Park Junior School:

School Management

The School is governed by a Board of Management representing teachers, parents and trustees.  The day-to-day operation of the School is the responsibility of the Principal.

School Profile

CBC Monkstown Park Junior School is a mixed ability school for boys catering for pupils from Junior Infants through to Sixth Class.  Total enrolment for the school is approximately 200 boys with a single class in each year and an average class size of 25.

Curriculum and Extra-Curricular Activities

The boys receive tuition in line with the Department of Education and Science guidelines.  The curriculum includes Irish, English, Mathematics, SESE, SPHE, Religion, French, Art, Music, Computer Studies, PE and Drama.  In addition to fully equipped classrooms, we provide a dedicated Art Room, Music Room, Computer Room and Library and enjoy shared access to a Gymnasium/Concert Hall.

Extra-curricular sports activities include rugby, swimming, tennis and activity club.  We offer tuition in German and in a range of musical instruments and encourage participation in the school band and camera club.  

A homework club also operates Monday to Thursday.

While the core subjects are taught by the class teachers, specialist teachers are employed to teach Drama, Art, French, German, Music, PE and Computer Studies.  The School also employs a Resource Teacher who provides a limited amount of learning support.

Learning Support

Whilst limited learning support is available at CBC Monkstown Park Junior School it should be noted that as a privately funded, independent junior school, CBC Monkstown Park Junior School receives no funding from the Department of Education & Science.  Thus the additional educational resources for Special Educational Needs provided by the Department of Education & Science for State Primary Schools are not available to CBC Monkstown Park Junior School.

Child Protection Policy

As CBC Monkstown Park Junior School is a private school, all pupils are registered with the National Educational Welfare Board in accordance with the provisions of the Education Welfare Act 2000.  The Child Protection Policy of the School may be accessed on the school website www.cbcmonkstownjuniorschool.ie.

Fees
As an independent Junior School, CBC Monkstown Park Junior School receives no financial support from the Department of Education & Science.  It is fees dependent.  Fees are reviewed regularly by the Board of Management and the present fee-structure may be viewed on the school website.

Suspension/Expulsion of Pupils

A pupil may be suspended from the School by the Principal alone and the Principal will be advised by the Teaching Staff in this regard.  Written notification of the reasons for and duration of the suspension will be given to parents by way of a personal letter from the Principal.  Parents will be required to visit the Principal to discuss the pupil’s behaviour and his future in the School.  Suspension may be imposed for a once off situation or for accumulated and persistent misconduct on the part of the pupil.  The suspension will be for the shortest possible period compatible with the nature of the misbehaviour.  Two or more suspensions may result in a pupil not being recommended for Senior School.

Where appropriate, the pupil must be made to put right the wrong which he has done.  

If there is no improvement in behaviour, expulsion may be considered. 

Furthermore, the Principal reserves the right to relinquish the responsibility for the further education of a child if, in his opinion, the interests of the school or the child demand it.

Applications Procedure

Applications to enter CBC Monkstown Park Junior School should be made, in writing, to the Principal.  Alternatively, an application form may be requested from the school or sourced from the website www.cbcmonkstownjuniorschool.ie   The application form will request personal details including:

· Name and address of boy and parents/guardians

· Date of birth

· Contact telephone numbers/e-mail addresses

· Details of any medical/psychological condition

· Religion

· Previous schools attended

· Parents’ occupation(s)

A copy of a recent school report and reference will be requested (where a boy is transferring from another school) along with any other relevant information.

It is recommended that a boy entering Junior Infants in the School should be aged 4 years on or before April 1st in the year of entry.

Pupils are expected to adhere to our code of conduct and attendance policy.

Order of Priority of Admission:

1. Brothers of existing and past pupils.

2. Sons of past pupils.

3. Sons of teaching and non teaching staff who have at least one year’s service in the school.

4. The school reserves the right to allocate a limited number of places to applicants on grounds of compassion, or under special circumstances.

5. Allocation of remaining places will be prioritised on the basis of application date.

For categories 1, 2 and 3 above, the application to enter must be made to the Principal in the manner outlined above at least 12 months before date of entry for the order of priority to apply.

School Transfers

Applications from pupils attending other schools and wishing to transfer to CBC Monkstown Park Junior School will be considered subject to the availability of a place.  Information concerning the pupil’s educational progress to date and the reasons for the proposed transfer will be required – see above.  The School reserves the right to refuse admission to pupils seeking to transfer from other schools.

Normally, CBC Monkstown Park Junior School students are automatically offered a place in CBC Senior School.

Parents and prospective pupils are welcome to come and visit the school, to meet the Principal and see the school in action.

Appeals Procedure in the Event of Refusal of Admission

The Principal has the right to refuse admission to the school.  Parents who have been refused admission for their son may appeal the decision in writing to the Principal who will forward any such appeal to the Board of Management for consideration. The Board will consider such an appeal following which the decision of the Board will be communicated to the parents.
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
